What is a Birmingham Roller Pigeon?

The Birmingham Roller Pigeon is a domesticated member of the bird family Columbidae. In particular, the
Roller distinguishes itself by its ability to "roll", ousymersault backwards in rapid, tight rotations. The
rolling can be so fast on its axis that the pigeon resembles a ball of feathers spinningain mid

Birmingham Rollers, like all domestic pigeons, possess a homing ability which drives them to return to
where they feel safe and where they find sustenance. With this natural ability, breeders launch groups of
Rollers into the air to watch and awe at their synchronized acrobatics. During competition, these groups
(known as "kits") are judged on a varietyfattors, including the number of birds rolling simultaneously,

the depth of the roll, and the quality of the roll, as well as "kitting" ability.

If you are new to the breed and would like to find out how to get your breeding and flying program started,
visit our section orstarting Out Whether or not you are an old hand at it, take your time exploring the site
and all the opportunities the NBRC offers.

And so the Club witnessedrbller pigeons flying way up high in the sky and then all of a sudden "rolling"
whereby they tuck their wings and tumble backwards, as a group (if you're lucky), for about 25 feet (if
you're lucky), and then pull out of the tumble, regroup, and fly uptbigépeat this behavior again and
again. They love it. Apparently they eventually get tired and return to the roost for some food and drinks.

Wayne is a master because Wayne knows how to selectively breed these little guys and girls to tumble just
theright way.

Machines fascinated Burt Munro (182978) from an early age. He was born into a farming family at Edendale, ii

Sout hl and.

bought a new I ndian O6Scout 6

ambition was to make it go fies - after 45 years of rebuilding and tuning, it would go four times that speed.

In the late 1920s, Burt worked as a speedway rider in Australia. He returned to Southland with a young family
Great Depression struck, and sold motorcycles. Buthhis interest was still the quest for speed.

In 1948, Burt decided to stop working and concentratetifo on modifying his two motorcyclesa 1936 Velocette
and his Indian. With little money, and living in a shed with his tools and bikes, he constailt the machines. His

With basic equipment and ast
engine ready for the next try. He made cylinder linings out of ci
iron drain ppes and fabricated cenods from steel Fordhotorcar
axles. To make a flywheel he cut a esined slice from a
hydraulic ram, and used a steaniven hammer to flatten it out to
about 180mm diameter.

He cast motorbike pistons using melgavn car pistos plus his
own additives, and made higipeed tyres by carving the treads ¢
factorymade racing tyres.

His determination paid off. He won many speed trials and race
events in New Zealandhen he took on the world.

In 1962, at the age of 63 wherost people are slowing down, Burt Munro set off for the National Speed Trials &
Bonneville Salt Flats, Ut ah,-thafirstadinine recordtemptieg trips. k e

Bonneville is famous for its larspeed time trials, and Bustoke record after record. On that first trip, he topped
American Motorcycle Association record for a bike of 55cu inch displacement (883cc) with a speed of 178.97

His 1967 speed of 183.586mph still stands today as the world speed record fdrQ@@ermotorbikes with a
streamliner the engine this time had been punched out to a 58.5cu inch displacement (953cc). An unofficial |
Bonneville in 1966 clocked 212mph.
