Road (SR 606). Crossing over Totopotomoy Creek and past the site of the 1864 battle there, we meandered 

northeast. We followed much of the Overland Campaign in reverse, passing the Enon Church battlefield, and then 

Nelson's Bridge crossing. Hanover County has some of the best undiscovered places. 

 

The seven of us continued at a pretty good clip through hamlets and farm country on a rather warm day. Turning on 

Etna Mills Road, then a short jaunt on 30 took us to some more great roads. 

 

An unfortunate but not disastrous unexpected stop enabled us to cool off in the shade of some nicely placed trees 

and a parking lot. After checking vitals and mechanics we were back on the ride. 

 

Near the fort, we passed the Tactical Raft Range (where I almost drowned while trying to effect a rope-line river 

crossing with an OCS classébut that's another story). Now we were on the edge of A.P. Hill. Spirited twisties and 

sweepers with sudden changes in elevation mid-turn make this area  a great place to ride.
