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RBMWR Meeting Minutes  
Sunday Sept 22nd  

Meeting was called to order and a guest was introduced.  The Treasure presided 

over the meeting in the absence of other officers.  

There was a discussion of the 2010 Sherando Rally.  Attendance and revenues 

were the best recorded for the rally.  More than 135 meals were served for the 

Saturday night dinner.  The rally fee had been raised (between $5 and $10) for 

2010 and the resulting revenue afforded greater profit margins against the expenses 

than in previous years.  Registrations showed more than 70% of the attendees were 

present on Friday night. Pre-registrations through PayPal nearly doubled from the 

previous year which was encouraging for planning purposes.  The Sherando 

facility (operated by the US Forest Service) has a limit of 125 campers permitted at 

the facility. There was a discussion of limiting registrations by  making the limit 

known in future advertising and encouraging pre-registration through PayPal.  

Chas Manson, as the Sherando rally Chairperson was congratulated and presented 

a gift from the club membership.   

The directors of the club held a meeting on Friday at the rally and again (by phone) 

on the Wednesday prior to the club meeting after the financial results from the rally 

were tallied.  The was a twofold purpose : Discuss the financial position of the club 

and,  preparation for the coming election of club officers.  

The Club Treasury is solvent and there are adequate funds to meet the anticipated 

expenses of sponsoring a 2011 Sherando Rally.  The directors agreed that any 

funds in excess of those required to assure sponsorship of the 2011 rally should be 

used for the benefit of the club membership.  To that end, the VP will research 

securing RBMWR logoed tee shirts with writing of ―Member‖, and the treasury 

shall sponsor the annual Christmas Party for members and one guest.    

CHRISTMAS PARTY:  at Babes , Sunday Dec 12, 2010 from 6:00 – 10:00 PM at 

no cost to paid up members(2010) and one guest.  Additional guest $10.00.  

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:  The RBMWR Club offices of President, Vice 

President, Secretary, and Treasurer for FY 2011 shall assume responsibility for a 

one year term beginning  on January 1, 2011.  Nominations of members to be 

candidates for these offices shall be made during the regularly scheduled club 

meeting  of October 17, 2010.  The election of candidates to office shall be held

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Bob vs. The Buzzard

A couple years ago, a couple of my Ohio Guzzi buddies accepted a long-standing invitation to come visit me 

at my central Virginia home. The three of us have been well acquainted since my former life as an Ohioan 

and I was looking forward to regaling them with the pleasures of life in Spotsylvania County. 

 

They arrived several days before the Virginia Moto Guzzi Rally; John on his big California and Jan on her 

cute little Nevada which she had crashed on a demo ride at the National in West Virginia. I think she did it in 

order to get the price down. Anyway, it’s been a perfect little bike for her and John has ―modified‖ it with a 

huge wooden rack on the back so she can carry quite a lot of ―stuff‖. Although my boat wasn’t working 

properly and so we couldn’t tour beautiful Lake Anna by water, we did spend a delightful day touring 

Virginia’s wonderful wineries. 

 

Ohio is a pretty flat state and John and Jan were looking forward to the sweepers and other relatively gentle 

curves on the roads near my house. For Jan, the roads in western Virginia get a bit too technical and she was 

looking forward to honing her riding skills on curves she could manage. 

 

On the Wednesday before the rally, we set off on the bikes to enjoy the back roads of rural Virginia. As Jan 

is still building her confidence in curving, I picked a route that I thought would challenge her without 

threatening her. I think I was right, too, but events would render this consideration of little importance. 

 

The idea was that we would ride around for a while and end up in time for lunch at the Mineral Restaurant 

(which I call the ―Miserable Restaurant‖), a popular rural greasy spoon in the area. Lunch at the Miserable is 

as much local color as anyone could ever need.  

 

For about fifteen miles, all was well. It was a beautiful, sunny day with light traffic. We were having a blast! 

But then we came to the curve. 

  

Now, I’m sure we have all, many times, come around a shallow curve to find a buzzard or two (or even 

three) lunching by the side of the road. But I have never seen a sight such as that which greeted me on VA-

659. Leading the group of three riders, I rounded a curve to see at least ten and perhaps as many as fifteen 

buzzards munching away at the side of the road. In all the excitement that ensued, it did not occur to me to 

go back and see just what delicacy had drawn such a huge crowd of scavengers. But it must have been 

something very special. 

 

As I cleared the corner and became visible and audible to the flock, they, of course, began to take evasive 

action. I had plenty of space before I got to them so I just let off the throttle to give them time to get away. 

However, the process of getting away proved to be quite difficult. Buzzards have very large wingspans and, 

in trying to become airborne, they kept bumping into each other and losing altitude. There being so many of 

them, this was quite a tortuous operation. So, I patiently kept shedding mphs. There were so many huge 

birds that the aerial collisions seemed to go on forever, but, finally, all the birds were above my head – if 

only slightly. Unfortunately, though, just as I added some throttle, one of the buzzards made a bad decision.

Although the scavengers were all airborne, they continued to collide. In all the collisions, one of the birds 

must have lost a little too much air speed and decided to go into a dive to accelerate a bit. Tragically, he 

didn’t think to look where he was going. 

 

The huge bird hit the center of my windshield and started to come apart. Then, he caromed into my helmet, 

springing one side of the face shield so that his innards could distribute themselves both outside and inside 

my helmet. The force of the collision snapped my head back so hard and so fast that a little voice in my 

helmet said, ―Oh, you are going to pay big time for this!‖ 

 

The big bird had hit the exact center of my windshield and the exact center of my helmet so the bike never 

wobbled at all. There was never any threat of me losing control or going down. As the remains of the bird, 

now reduced to a huge wad of red, meaty pulp, fell to the ground, my head returned to its normal location 

atop my shoulders. At once I could tell that, no, I was not going to have serious injury as a result of my head 

being snapped back. I was physically fine! And covered with buzzard guts. Everywhere! 

 

Jan told me later that, somehow, the bird managed to keep flapping its wings and even to become airborne! 

Her thought upon seeing this, she told me, was, ―Thank God the bird is OK!‖ Jan was worried about the 

bird! I was worried about spinal injury and how to get all the buzzard guts off of me.

I pulled over and stopped, John pulled up in front of me and Jan kept way back, having a weak stomach and 

no interest whatever in bearing witness to buzzard guts. Actually, John had no interest in buzzard guts, 

either, as it turned out, but was interested in being helpful. Fortunately, he had several rags in his tank bag 

that he never wanted to see again and the world’s largest can of Plexus. He said he would be happy to hand 

me anything I requested but had no interest in doing any of the actual wiping himself. 
 

Needless to say, our plans for the day changed a bit. I got the bike and myself cleaned up enough to continue 

but by that time it was too late to finish the beautiful route I had planned and still make lunch. So, instead, 

we turned around and went straight to the Miserable Restaurant. I had a sharply reduced appetite, as it turned 

out, due to the fact that I kept smelling something just awful. 

 

When we got home, I didn’t even pull the bike into the garage. I let it sit in the driveway to cool until the 

next morning when I could hose it within an inch of its life. Fortunately, all my riding gear is machine 

washable and, so, into the Lady Kenmore it went. I took a scrub brush to my boots and helmet. Hours of 

effort later, the awful smell was finally gone. But, all three of us still had a story we have already retold 

many times. 

 

A couple of days later, it was Virginia Rally time. Virginia State Rep Alice Komoroski awarded me the 

―Best Story of the 2008 Rally‖ award. OK, there really is no such award, but if there was, Alice said I would 

have won it for sure. At the rally I ran into one of my Indiana Guzzi buddies, Dave Edwards. 

 

 So, I said to Dave, ―Hey, Dave, what did you do last Wednesday?‖ 

―Last Wednesday?‖ he replied. ―I dunno. Went to work, I suppose.‖ 

―Want to know what I did last Wednesday?‖ I queried. 

―Sure, OK, what did you do last Wednesday?‖ 

―I kilt a buzzard with my haid!‖ And so, at the end of the inning, the score remains, Bob 1, Buzzards 0.

BYLAWS OF RICHMOND BMW RIDERS CLUB 

 

ARTICLE 1. MEMBERS 

Section 1. Classes of Members 

The Corporation shall have one class of members. Each member shall have the right to participate in any 

annual or special meeting of the members and each shall have the right to vote on any matter for which a 

vote of the members is required. 

Section 2. Status of Members 

Section 3. Voting Rights 

Each member whose annual dues have been paid in full shall be entitled to one vote on each matter 

submitted to a vote of the members. 

Section 4. Dues 

Section 5. Termination of Membership 

Section 6. Transfer of Membership 

ARTICLE 2. MEETINGS OF MEMBERS 

Section 1. Annual Meeting 

An annual meeting of the members shall be held on the third Sunday in January of each year, beginning with 

the year 2008, for the purpose of electing officers and directors and for the transaction of such other business 

as may come before the meeting. 

Section 2. Regular Meetings 

Section 3. Special Meetings 

Section 4. Place and Time of Meetings 

Section 5. Notice of Meetings 

Section 6. Quorum 

The members holding 25% of the votes which may be cast at any meeting shall constitute a quorum at such 

meeting. If a quorum is not present at any meeting of members, a majority of the voting members present 

may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.

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ARTICLE 3. BOARD OF DIRECTORS. 

Section 1. Number and Term 

The initial number of directors constituting the Board of Directors of the Corporation shall be six, consisting 

of the immediate past President, the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer of the Corporation, 

who are directors ex officio, and one director at large. Each director shall hold office until the next annual 

meeting and until a successor is elected and qualifies. 

Section 2. Election of Directors 

Provided a quorum is present, directors, including ex officio directors, shall be elected at the annual meeting 

of the members of the Corporation by a plurality of the votes cast by the members entitled to vote in the 

election. 

Section 3. Resignation 

A director may resign at any time by communicating such resignation to the Board of Directors or the 

President. A resignation is effective when it is communicated unless it specifies in writing a later effective 

date. Resignation as a director by an ex officio director who is an officer shall constitute resignation from the 

office held by the resigning director. 

Section 4. Removal 

A director, including an ex officio director, may be removed from office with or without cause at any 

meeting of members at which a quorum is present by a time by vote of a majority of the voting members 

present. 

Section 5. Vacancies 

A vacancy occurring in the Board of Directors may be filled by the remaining directors. 

ARTICLE 4. MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS. 

Section 1. Annual and Regular Meetings 

The annual meeting and regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held immediately following the 

annual meeting and regular meetings of members. No notice not required by law of any annual or special 

meeting need be given. 

Section 2 Special Meetings 

Section 3 Place of Meetings 

Section 4. Notice of Special Meetings 

Section 5. Quorum 
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Section 6. Action Without Meeting 

ARTICLE 5. OFFICERS 

Section 1. Titles 

The officers of the Corporation shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. 

Section 2. Election and Term 

The officers shall be elected by the members at the annual meeting of members, provided a quorum is 

present, by a plurality of the votes cast by the members entitled to vote in the election. Each officer shall 

hold office until the next annual meeting and until a successor is elected and qualifies. 

Section 3. Resignation 

An officer may resign at any time by communicating such resignation to the Board of Directors or the 

President. A resignation is effective when it is communicated unless it specifies in writing a later effective 

date. 

Section 4. Vacancies 

Vacancies among the officers may be filled by the Board of Directors at any regular or special meeting. 

Section 5. President 

The President of the Corporation shall supervise and control the day to day operations of the Corporation 

and shall preside at all meetings of members and the Board of Directors The President shall sign, with any 

other proper officer, instruments which may be lawfully executed on behalf of the Corporation, except where 

required or permitted by law to be otherwise signed and executed, and except where the signing and 

execution shall be delegated by the Board of Directors to some other officer or agent. In general, the 

President shall perform all duties incident to the chief executive office. 

Section 6. Vice President 

The Vice President shall exercise the powers of the President during that officer’s absence or inability to act. 

Any action taken by the Vice President in the performance of the duties of the President shall be 

presumptive evidence of the absence or inability to act of the President at the time the action was taken. The 

Vice Presidents shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be assigned by the 

President. 

Section 7. Treasurer 

The Treasurer shall have custody of all funds and securities belonging to the Corporation and shall receive, 

deposit or disburse the same under the direction of the Board of Directors; provided that the Board may 

appoint a custodian or depository for any such funds or securities, and the Board may designate those 

persons upon whose signature or authority such funds may be disbursed or transferred. The Treasurer shall 

in general perform the duties incident to the office and such other duties as may be assigned from time to 
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time by the Board of Directors. He or she shall keep full and accurate accounts of finances of the 

corporation. 

Section 8. Secretary 

The Secretary shall keep accurate records of the acts and proceedings of all meetings of the members and 

Board of Directors and shall give all notices required by law and these bylaws. The Secretary shall have 

general charge of the corporate books and records. The Secretary shall sign such instruments as may require 

the signature of the Secretary and in general shall perform all the duties incident to the office of Secretary 

and such other duties as may be assigned from time to time by the Board of Directors.

Section 1. Amendments
